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CHRISTIAN MISSION IN

After a brief history of missions, this course focuses on the theology and
development of the Christian mission in the modern world. It looks at
changes in missiology as a result of Christianity’ s decline in the West and
its rise in the Global South. The course explores mission from the
perspective of both evangelism and social action, and it considers as well
the numerous challenges facing mission today.
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JUDAISM,

This course looks at three major religions that have their origins in the
Middle East. First, it compares and contrasts the basic beliefs and practices
of each religion. Second, it views these religions from an historical
perspective and thus analyses developments and divisions within Judaism,
Christianity, and Islam. Third, the course explores the relations between
Jews, Christians, and Muslims in history: identifying examples of conflict
and cooperation. Finally, the course deals with current movements within
these religions in addition to major challenges facing them. At the end of
the course, students should have a better understanding of the three major
Western religions and of the relations between the adherents of them.
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THE CHRISTIAN
WORLDVIEW (% o] 7-2])
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A worldview (Weltanschauung) is a broad perspective through which a
person sees and understands the world. This course will help students to
understand life in the world from a Christian perspective, which is shaped
by the biblical themes of creation, fall, and redemption. Students will learn
how to wuse this Christian worldview to understand critically and
theologically subjects such as anthropology, psychology, ethics, history, and
the world religions. The Christian worldview will be compared also with
competing  worldviews such as secular-humanism, Marxist-Leninism,
post-modernism, and Islamism.
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RELIGION AND

SCIENCE(% ©173-9]) 39669
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This course explores the complex relationship that exists between religion
and science. First, it attempts to define religion and science while
comparing the methods for acquiring knowledge in these fields. Second, it
surveys the history of the relationship between these two major aspects of
culture, showing how religion has both supported science and hindered it.
There will be a focus on Christianity” s relationship to both the natural
sciences and the social sciences. Third, it studies four models that describe
the relationship between religion and science. Finally, as a test case,
specific attention will be paid to the creation versus evolution debate. By
the end of the course, students should be able to see the compatibility of
faith and science.

BIBLICAL THEOLOGY

How important is the Bible to our knowledge of God? What does it mean
to say the Bible is “the Word of God” ? How can we reconcile the
different views of God in the Bible? These are the kinds of questions that
this course will try to answer. The course compares the images of God
found in the Old Testament and the New Testament. It attempts to find
theological unity in the Bible among the diverse forms of literature and
“revelation” there. The course studies the function of the Bible in
Christian theology, the effect of historical-critical method on our
understanding of the Bible, and the significance of the modern “biblical
theology movement.” By the end of the course, students should have a
better understanding of the theology in the Bible and how this theology
has shaped the Christian understanding of God.
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
